Article I: Registration

Article IV: Duration of the thesis

Article V: Planning of the thesis

The doctoral student carries out his/her training and research activities alternately on a mutual agreement implemented by the two thesis supervisors as far as periods are concerned, under the following criteria:

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Article VI: Mission expenses

Accommodation and meal expenses shall be paid by the doctoral student, who certifies that he/she has the means to support himself/herself in each of the partner institution countries.

The heads of each institution mutually decide whether a student can defend, after a prior procedure. 
This examination is thus set on the joint opinion of both supervisors and requires the intervention of  two draftsmen at least. One of them is chosen by the partner institution the other by the University of Toulouse III - Paul Sabatier.
Both draftsmen have to not being part of the Institutions that the doctoral student attends.

A report is written in French or translated into French (if so, it has to be authenticated by the co-supervisors).

Article X: Jury 

The jury of the thesis defence, appointed by the two partner institutions, is composed on the basis of a balanced proportion of members of each institution. In case of disagreement on the composition of the jury, the decision belongs to the President of the institution in which the defence of the thesis takes place.

It consists in four to eight members including both supervisors.

A president is elected within the jury; his/her voice is a casting vote in the event of a tie.

After deliberation the jury draws up a minute notifying its decision, and a report on the conduct of the thesis defence. The minute is to be written in both official languages of the supervising institutions. Article XI: Award and recognition of doctoral degrees 

After the thesis defence, the partner institutions grant the student with:
( one doctoral degree which they confer jointly;
( two doctoral degrees from each institutions at once.
The doctoral degrees – Joint Degree or separate Degree – are delivered by the academic authorities entitled to do so, in accordance with the assent of the jury, after the thesis defence.

On the doctoral degrees are mentioned the speciality or subject, the title of the thesis or the heading of the main works, the mention of the international co-supervision, the names and titles of the jury members and the date of the thesis defence.
In each country, the protection of the subject, the deposit, the description and the reproduction of the thesis will be carried out according to the regulations in force.
Article XII: Amendments and termination 
The doctoral student is in charge of informing the heads of the Doctoral Schools of any changes brought to this very convention by means of a written document.
One institution or the other is legally entitled to terminate the convention in case the student does not register in either one or the other school.
If one institution or the other receives a letter of cancellation from the student, the convention will also be terminated. In that case, the student has to inform both his/her research supervisors as well as the heads of the Doctoral Schools.

Article XIII: Bilingual versions

Both texts in French and English are equally authentic; the English version shall prevail in the event of any discrepancy.
